# Things To Do 
1 Ensure my membership in my IPSC Region of Residence is current.  
2 Read every page of the IPSC World Shoot website.  
3 Obtain a slot from my Regional Director.  
4 Ensure my passport is valid until at least March 2009 and make copies.  
5 Enquire about and obtain a visa, if not available on arrival.  
6 Enquire about and obtain vaccinations, if required.  
7 Check that my domestic firearms permit is valid and make copies.  
8 Obtain permit to take my guns and ammo to my first airport of departure?  
9 Obtain permit to transit with my guns and ammo at intermediary airports enroute?  
10 Obtain Export Permit for my guns and ammo?  
11 Obtain Re-Import Permit for my guns and ammo?  
12 Check carriage of guns and ammo rules of all airlines I intend to use enroute.  
13 Book and confirm my flights.  
14 Book and confirm hotels enroute, if I’m breaking my journey.  
15 Book and confirm rental car, if required.  
16 Buy Travel Insurance (personal risk and loss of property), if required.  
17 Complete On-Line Registration by 30 April 2008  
18 Complete On-Line Squadding by 30 April 2008  
19 Ensure I receive my E-Ticket from the Match Director  
20 Ensure I receive my Indonesian Firearms Permit from my Regional Director and 

make sufficient copies for use enroute. 
 

21 Buy a dedicated case for my firearms and ammunition, if necessary.  
22 Get my ammo to the freight forwarder on time, if shipping in advance.  
23 Get my guns to my delegate on time, if using one.  
24 Ensure my credit cards will be valid for the duration of my trip.  
25 Ensure I have some small denomination bills of the cash I intend taking with me.  
26 Give my Indonesian contact details to my family, friends and office.  
27 Before leaving for the airport, ensure I don’t have any live ammunition, empty cases 

or firearm parts in my carry-on baggage or in the clothing I intend to wear in-flight. 
 

28 Give my partner and kids a huge hug and kiss for being so supportive of my sport.  
29 Check-in at the airport earlier than normal (3 hours recommended) in case there are 

delays or queries in respect of travelling with guns and ammo. 
 

30 When checking in, I’ll ensure that I remain calm and friendly at all times, so that the 
airline will know what a pleasure it is to deal with an IPSC competitor
