Apology for the delay in our response regarding travelers with firearms.

The only airline that flies directly from Guam to Bali is Continental. All others go via
Manila, Malaysia or Singapore to Jakarta then Bali.

We recommend that travelers from South America, Canada and others connect with
Continental Airlines at any of their three originating airports (Los Angeles, Houston, New
Jersey) for their flights thru Honolulu, Guam then Bali.

The Office of Homeland Security (TSA) and Guam Customs has assured us that travelers
with firearms and ammo would have no problem as long as they comply with the attached
Airline Regulations (3 pages) and the bags containing the firearms and ammo remains in the
Airlines custody. Continental has informed us that they have a secured area to keep the bags
(see attached Continental Airlines’ fax). It is advisable that travelers have a change of clothes
in another bag that may be checked out in case of layover.
